CHARGING AND REMISSIONS POLICY

Purpose of Policy

This policy is based on Sections 449-462 of the Education Act 1996 which set out the law on charging for school activities in schools maintained by local authorities in England. We believe that all our pupils should have an equal opportunity to benefit from school activities and visits (curricular and extra-curricular) independent of their parents’ financial means. This charging and remissions policy describes how we will do our best to ensure a good range of visits and activities is offered and at the same time, try to minimise the financial barriers which may prevent some pupils taking full advantage of the opportunities.

Roles and responsibilities of Headteacher, other staff and Governors

The Headteacher, staff and Governors will ensure that the following applies:

1. No charges will be made for
· Education provided during school hours (including the supply of any materials, books, instruments or other equipment);
· Education provided on any trip that takes place during school hours. However, Governors have agreed that Voluntary Contributions may be requested and reserve the right to cancel if insufficient funds are raised;
· Transport provided in connection with an educational trip.  However, Governors have agreed that Voluntary Contributions may be requested as above.
2. Activities for which charges may be made
· Activities outside school hours .
· Residential activities .

· Music tuition – for individuals or groups of any appropriate size.
· Materials - Parents may be charged if they have indicated a wish to own the finished product. They may be encouraged to contribute voluntarily e.g. for ingredients for food technology

· Breakages – School may charge for breakages caused by a pupil’s behaviour e.g. breakage of a window, damage to furniture or equipment, musical instruments etc.

3. Families qualifying for remission or help with charges
In order to remove financial barriers from disadvantaged pupils, the governing body has agreed that some activities and visits where contributions have been requested may be offered at no charge or a reduced charge to parents in extreme circumstances.

4. Pupil Premium
For those in receipt of PP, subsidies may be offered for school clubs, class trips/visiting groups/annual pantomime, residential trips and wrap around care – to be reviewed annually.
